Entry Fees:

Deadlines:
Teams and rosters must be entered by March 18, 2012.

Players:
Players may only compete for one team. Players may play up a grade division, but

not down.

Rules:
All National Federation of State High School rules will apply except for the following
changes.



1. 20 minute halves. Clock stops on the last minute of each half.

2. Each team must provide their own warm up balls. Game balls will be provided.
An intermediate size ball will be used in 4th - 8th grades.

3. Two time-outs per half, use them or lose them. Each time-out will be one minute
in length.

4. Overtimes will be two minutes in length, with the clock stopping the last minute
of overtime. A third overtime would be sudden death, with the first team to score a

point winning.

5. Teams may only press to a 15 point lead. 4th grade boys or girls division may only
press in the final two minutes.

6. All teams must have numbered jerseys.

7. The home team must provide a person to keep the official book.

8. The home team is listed first or on the top of the bracket.

Awards:

Medals will be presented to first, second, and third place team in a bracket that has 6
or more teams. If a bracket has five or fewer teams, medals will be awarded to the

top two teams.
