When: Friday, Saturday, Sunday March 2, 3, 4 (no team will play on all three days)
Where: Oakland, NE (30 miles north of Fremont, 50 miles south of Sioux City)

GAME INFORMATION:

1. Each team is guaranteed at least two games (although not double elimination). In an 8 team bracket, 6 of the
8 teams will get 3 games.

2. Each game will consist of 4 six minute quarters. Clock will stop on all dead balls.

3. If the score remains tied at the end of regulation, a one minute overtime period will be played. If the
score still remains tied after the first overtime, the second overtime will be sudden victory.

4. Each team will receive one time out per half. Unused time outs will NOT carry over. Each team will be
given one additional time out for the overtime period.

5. There will be no pressing in the 4th-5th grade games until two minutes left in each half and overtime.
Pressing in the 6th, 7th, and 8th grade games is allowed up to a 10 point lead.

6. Each team will be given a five minute warm-up period before each game, time permitting. Halftime will
be three minutes in length time permitting.

7. Other rules will be enforced as the 2011-2012 NSAA basketball rule book outlines.
